Chemical Hazards Questionnaire 
	To ensure chemical safety in the workplace, information about the identities and hazards of the chemicals must be available and understandable to workers. The Hazard Communication Standard (HCS) requires the development and dissemination of such information. The questions below can be used to gather information for inspections involving chemical exposure covered under the HCS.  29 CFR 1910 Subpart Z.

· Does the employer have a written hazard communication (HAZCOM) program?

· Are safety data sheets (SDSs) available to employees?  Backup for electronic file?

· Do employees know where the HAZCOM program and SDSs are maintained?

· Have employees been trained on the HAZCOM program, SDSs, and in the use of hazardous chemicals? Check Training Records?

· Has exposure monitoring been completed by the employer?

· Has a hazard assessments been completed by the employer?

· What chemicals are stored/used on site?

· Where are chemicals stored/used on site?

· What chemical(s) does the employee work with? 

· How is the employee exposed?  Who are the exposed employees? 

· Where does the exposure take place? 

· What time of day does the exposure occur? 

· How was chemical used or applied? 

· Is there an emergency eyewash/shower station for corrosives?

· What personal protective clothing is worn?  

· Is the employee exhibiting symptoms of exposure?
