N.C. Gen. Stat. § 95-140(a) provides that the Superior Courts of North Carolina shall have jurisdiction, upon petition of the Commissioner of Labor, to restrain any conditions or practices in any place of employment which are such that a danger exists which could reasonably be expected to cause death or serious physical harm immediately or before the imminence of such danger can be eliminated through the enforcement procedures otherwise provided by this Act.

In accordance with the provisions of N.C. Gen. Stat. § 95-140, you and the employees affected by these alleged imminently dangerous conditions are being informed of the possible danger by posting a copy of this imminent danger citation near the conditions cited. You and the affected employees are likewise being informed that it will be recommended to the Commissioner of Labor that the judicial relief accorded by the Act be sought, unless the employer provides immediate evidence that the hazard(s) has/have been abated.

Under certain circumstances, N.C. Gen. Stat. § 95-140(c) authorizes any employee who may be injured by the failure of the Commissioner to seek relief under this section to bring an action against the Commissioner in the Superior Court of the district in which the imminent danger is alleged to exist or the employer has its principal office or place of business, for a writ of mandamus to compel the Commissioner to seek an order for such relief as may be appropriate.

The issuance of a citation does not constitute a finding that a violation of the Act has occurred unless there is a failure to contest as provided for in the Act, or, if contested, unless the citation is affirmed by the Occupational Safety and Health Review Board.
